Ecosystem Conservation

* Restriction of agricultural activities in
habitats of high conservation value

» Protection and restoration of natural
habitats

* Use of native forest strips, agroforestry
systems and live fencing to provide
habitat, refuge and feed pollinators

Water Conservation

* Installation of drip or micro-sprinkler
irrigation

» Use of agroforestry systems to
increase water quantity and quality

* Use of co ee varieties adapted to
local climate conditions

Soil Management and Conservation

* Restriction of slash-and-burn
techniques or land use

* Restriction of slopes greater than 20%
to establish co ee plantations

* Establishment of barriers in slopes in
order to reduce soil erosion

» Reduction of carbon footprint by
